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Grace United Methodist's Costa Rica Mission Trip  
January 2010 

*** NOTE: The following is a wrap up of the mission trip to Costa Rica from the team leaders Ed and 
Nancy Lerch of Grace UMC, Lewistown. Many of you have already heard about the trip, but for this 

team, which has traveled there for the past six years, it was interesting to hear it from their perspective. 
The best part for me is the financial gifts that God entrusted this team with and how it was used. When I 

spoke at church, I failed to mention (through my nervousness) how much money the entire team was 
able to bless the people of Costa Rica with for their needs. If you don’t read anything else, please drop 
down to the 7th and 8th paragraphs to see the blessings we were able to share in the name of Jesus.

We arrived in Costa Rica 20 strong, anxious to get to work but with no idea what we would be doing. 
Faith in God and His helper, 91-year-old Marion, is the first requirement to traveling to a foreign land 
without a plan of action set in place. As usual, our faith was well placed as our enthusiasm combined 
with Marion’s wisdom, led to a fulfilling week of helping those in need. 
 
Our first job upon arriving in the poor border town of Los Chilies was to do more work on a house that 
we started last year. We were surprised to see that Melba and her family were still living in the dirt floor 
shack next to the structure that we built last year. This year we smooth coated some of the rough 
concrete floors, painted, built walls in an area off the kitchen that will serve as the bathroom and left 
enough materials for her son to continue to work on the house. It was interesting that the “bathroom” 
that we closed in will be in total darkness because she doesn’t have electricity. Note too that she 
doesn’t have running water either, so it’s not exactly like the bathrooms we are used to. There are many 
things that we don’t understand because of the cultural differences and the language barrier, and the 
“bathroom” is one of them. We purchased windows for her, and it was intriguing to see the local window 
company actually build the windows on site in the openings. 

 
Next we worked on Julio’s house. Julio has a concrete floor that was 
installed by a previous mission team. The rest of the house was made 
of sticks with a tin roof. Julio, his wife, Juana, and his children.  
Johana and Oscar share one bedroom. Our job was to replace some 
of the stick walls with walls of blocks and exterior grade plaster board.  
We also put up interior walls to create three small bedrooms. Julio 
also doesn’t have electricity or running water, but he was proud to 
show us some nice pictures of his family. One in particular was of the 
four of them going for a ride on the family vehicle, a one-speed 

bicycle.   
 
A project that was brought to our attention many times was the opportunity to start a bakery at the 
church. A local lady who baked and sold bread out of her house was moving out of town. When she 
moved, a few ladies of the church would lose their jobs as her employees. If we bought a commercial-
grade oven for the church it would save the jobs and give them the opportunity to help themselves and 
the church, so we purchased the oven.   
 
Francisco and Lorena were thrilled to see us arrive and start digging the foundation for their new home.  
Four of them are currently living in a house that is less than half the size of our own bedroom. We later 
found out another important reason for their excitement. Francisco’s 12-year-old niece has been the 
victim of domestic violence and abuse in the home where she lives with her father and stepmother.  
Francisco and Lorena are trying to adopt her. The adoption will only be approved if they have a house 
where his niece can have a separate bedroom. We dug a footer, installed block and left the hard 
working and enthusiastic Francisco with enough materials for the walls and the roof. 
 
We held Bible school on three days and touched the hearts of about 90 children. How do we know that 
we touched their hearts? We had kids that remembered and talked about the stories and crafts from last 
year! 
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On our last day in Los Chilies we reflected on the past five days and we 
were pleased with what we accomplished. We bought materials and 
worked on housing projects for Melba, Julio and Francisco. We 
purchased an oven and left enough money with the missionary to 
purchase a commercial mixer after the bakery proves to be a successful 
project. We purchased well casing for a lady badly in need of a well for 
her and the pigs that she raises. We made a donation to the church and 
left an extra $500 for the preacher to use for the poor for food, medicine 

and emergencies. We gave a $300 donation to our interpreter, Sonia, to support her mission work with 
children and adults in a very poor area in her city. 
 
We were well funded, again, this year due to our year-long fund-raising efforts, contributions of team 
members and generous individual donations. Our outright gifts and building materials totaled $17,445.  
By far the largest amount, $10,000, went directly to support Marion and Mary’s Methodist Rural Center 
Mission. Their mission supports many churches in rural northern Costa Rica and we have faith that they 
will use the funds for the most deserving needs. 
 
Our appreciation goes out to fellow team members from Grace United Methodist:  Ron and Donna 
Thomas, Lori Vogt, John Dill, Rick Geedey, Mary Ellen Walker, Chris Reeder, Staci Moist and Kelley 
Maguire. Joining us again this year from Lewistown Presbyterian Church were the Rev. Jim Thomas 
and Kathy Schmidt, and from Costa Rica, our interpreter, Sonia, and her daughter, Rebecca. We were 
blessed this year with seven new friends from Selinsgrove’s Wesley United Methodist Church: Lori Weir, 
Jim and Mary Kiel, Gene and Sue Reisinger, Al Yessel and Bob Schmoyer. We were also very thankful 
for all the support we got from previous team members. We missed the company of our mission team 
founder, Curt Knouse, and his wife, Wendy, due to an unexpected family obligation. And our most 
sincere appreciation goes out to missionaries Marion and Mary Woods who have devoted their lives to 
God, the poor people of northern Costa Rica and all of the mission team members that are fortunate 
enough to serve with them.
